· Discussion

· Jatinder K. and Jill S. explained background of the proposal which is intended to provide a coordinated regulatory approach to fire safety of expanded child development homes (of up to 12 children) which will be considered a home occupation under proposed zoning amendments. 
· Robert S. questioned whether this proposal belongs in the Property Maintenance Code.

· Jill S. explained that the new fire safety requirements will be in the Residential Code (Appendix M) and the Fire Code, and the thought was that the Property Maintenance Code should be conformed to these provisions, since the child development homes will be located in primary residences.
· Joel C. asked for the context for the proposed revision.
· Jill S. does not believe the proposal belongs in the IBC, but because of the nature of the Child Development facilities in residential homes it could be practical to include the requirements for this Home Occupancy Permit (HOP) in the PMC.
· Robert S. questioned this because no other HOPs (or specific business uses) are in the PMC, although the PMC regulations cover any premises in the District of Columbia.  There are mechanisms in the Home Occupancy Permit (zoning) regulations and the OSSE regulations that would govern the situation of un-permitted/ unlicensed Child Development Homes.  Inspections for the initial HOP would be done by DCRA’s fire inspectors following the criteria in the IRC Appendix M and the IFC, and FEMS will inspect these homes bi-annually on renewal of OSSE licenses under the proposed Fire Code and OSSE amendments.

· Joel C. asked whether it would be appropriate to recommend that another section take up / incorporate the amendment
