ECC-En-9-2-23

At 49 minutes into the discussion, Anthony Dale suggested a motion to table the amendment due to the extensive conversation and his understanding that the public has yet to weigh in on the amendment.  Marc Fetterman clarified that there will be plenty of opportunity for robust public review. He provided clarity on the multi-step process used in the code-making process.  The CCCB delivers approved code changes for review by the proper channels at the Department of Buildings and the Mayor’s Office. Following that, the draft-amendments are published in the DC Register.  Each comment received during this public review period is subsequently addressed by the appropriate TAGs. Another vote is then taken by the Board and a second notice of proposed rulemaking is issued, in which another comment period is opened. Following this review and considering if there are any new substantive issues, the document then goes to the Council for approval.  

Harrison Miller mentioned there is no understanding of cost analysis for measures such as automated Demand Response technology.  Marc Fetterman asked Casey Studhalter for more information regarding the cost. Casey suggested taking the proposal back to the TAG for cost information.
Harrison Miller noted that a better understanding of the cost implications would allow him to make a more-informed vote on the proposal.

Marc Fetterman began discussion by noting that a prior Mayoral administration had attempted to substantially update these DC Signage Regulations and the work was never completed.  Recently, the DC Council requested that the Mayor update this document.  Until that happens, it is presumed that the existing Signage Regulations will be needed.  Marc Fetterman referred all to the code change document and its highlighting that designates four categories of minor changes to the Regulations: a) changing “Verizon Center” to “Capital One Arena,” b) correcting section references that are incorrect in the existing Regulations, 3) adding DC Act 24-625, dated 11-2-2022, to the code change, and d) a DC Zoning reference that needs update.   An amendment was suggested by Joel Causey to change “Capital One Arena” to the arena’s address: “601 F Street, NW.”  This would eliminate changing the name of the arena each time its sponsor changes.

Next CCCB Meeting- March 16, 2023
6.  Comments by Board Members and Members of the Public
Marc Fetterman inquired with the Board regarding the best way to facilitate a discussion on the A2L refrigerant code change proposals. The 16 code changes bring forward 2024 ICC model code language into the next edition of the DC Construction Codes.  He requested Board members confer with him separately regarding their preferences in addressing the proposals. 

Marc Fetterman also asked the Board about re-voting electrification proposal ECC-En-4-1-23. He noted an email sent by Anthony Dale prior to our meeting today that questioned the Board’s ability to vote on proposals that were previously voted down.  Marc Fetterman asked Anthony’s view on the best way for the Board to revisit the proposal. 

Anthony Dale stated that he believes Robert's Rules of Order permits re-voting on proposals that have been previously voted-down to happen only under limited circumstances during the same “session.”  He recommended that the matter be referred to the general counsel that governs the Open Meetings Act. He will send Marc Fetterman the contact information for the general counsel to review the matter. 

Garrett made the comment that the committee may be able to revisit proposals based on his reading of Robert’s Rule of Order. He noted that it states that someone who voted for the proposal in the original vote can call the proposal to be voted on again. 
Eric Jones made the comment that most DC Boards and Commissions follow the parliamentary procedures of the DC City Council. He stated that the Council cannot reconsider a failed proposal during the same session. 

Michael Brown stated that the best course of action would be to refer the matter to the DOB Legal team for guidance.
Michael Brown also announced that a new position has opened up at the Department of Buildings for a Solar Coordinator in the Plan Review Department. He encouraged attendees to refer qualified people to apply.

Marc Fetterman noted that the Department of Buildings continues to search for Danielle Gurkin’s replacement. He noted that until that time, he will likely serve as Acting Chair of the Board.
