Call to Order

Approval of Agenda – The agenda was not approved as we did not have quorum. 

Approval of June Meeting Minutes – The June minutes were not approved as we did not have quorum. Commissioner Hara noted that Chair Adhikari was in attendance though he is listed as not attending (and attending by phone). 
Executive Reports and Business Items

Director de Guzman gave his Director’s report. The office still has one open position for a Community Outreach Specialist who speaks Korean. 
Director de Guzman recapped some of the many outreach activities during the last month. The office has completed the busy season of AAPI Heritage Month and the other early summer activities, including the wreath laying at the World War II Memorial with the delegation from Guam and the 4th of July Parade with the Mayor. Additionally, the office co-hosted the immigrant community soccer tournament with MPD and the other ethnic ommunity Mayor’s offices (African Affairs, MOLA, and others). The Language Access team also stepped up for the Boil Water Advisory over the 4th of July and HSEMA noted the fast-action. Additionally the Language Access Team assisted on an emergency basis with the NATO Summit last week. 
Now that the office is nearly completey staffed, the team is working on planning for 2025 and reengaging with the Chinatown Task Force. MOAPIA is continuing to address the significant increase in bullying cases of AANHPI youth within the DCPS system.
Director de Guzman shared that they have a new contact at MOTA and Director de Guzman will get an update before the next meeting. Because no formal action was taken by City Council before the summer recess, the new Commissioners will be approved by default in September.

Sub-Committee Updates
· Pacific Islander Task Force: As previously mentioned, the Office joined the Guam wreath laying ceremony but was not able to attend the picnic. Director de Guzman suggested that the Sub-Committee meet face to face in the coming month at a locally PI owned bed and breakfast. Staff member Aqina is working on a parents meet-up with the community and Commissioner Kwok voiced in interest in working with this effort. 
· National Network of AAPI Local Agencies: The ongoing leadership changes at the sister agencies has delayed engagement with them with the hope that in August we can reconnect. 
New Business
· We usually cancel the meeting in August (August 19) so Director de Guzman proposed meeting in person and invite some of our partners and other AAPIs in government to join us. 

· Commissioner Kwok proposed a Commissioner potluck to reengage with the current Commission as well as the new Commissioners. Commissioner Hara will work with Commissioner Kwok, Director de Guzman and PIO Nalu on organizing this event. 

· The next meeting will be Monday, September 16.
